Leadership: Evidence of actions that have led ethnically diverse groups toward a common goal that
promotes positive change in the community and creates a sense of unity in a diverse community or
organization.

Service: Selfless involvement in activities that provide a necessary service to a community or group of
individuals.

Recipients of the award will be selected at the discretion of the awards selection committee, based upon
information provided with the submitted nomination. Recipients will be notified and be the guests of the
Chamber of Commerce and UCM at the luncheon. Nominators must confirm that nominees will be able to
attend the luncheon if selected to receive the award. Media coverage of the event will be provided.
